Matthew 27-28; Mark 16; Luke 24
All of Jesus’ followers assumed that his death was final, though he had repeatedly told them to expect his resurrection. Mary Magdalene and some other women were the first to witness the empty tomb. John and Peter came next and the news began to spread. Jesus appeared in various places to encourage those who had placed their faith in him. He ascended with instructions for few score of his followers who had staked their life on him: ‘go and make disciples’ – the world will never be the same.
Discussion questions:
1.
Mary thought that Jesus was a gardener who might know where the missing body had been taken. She recognized the Lord when he spoke her name. Can you relate an experience of God speaking in a personal way to you?

Thomas doubted the testimony of others regarding the resurrection. Jesus loved Thomas enough to appear to him and end his doubt, but also pronounced a blessing on all who believe without having seen for themselves. Share lessons you have learned about doubting and believing the gospel.

The risen Jesus commanded his followers to ‘go and make disciples’ assuring them of his powerful presence to the end. What is it like to make disciples in our time and place? How can we grow more confident that Jesus is “with us always”?
