God’s Plan for His People
Acts 1-12 
This is the account of Peter and John on trial before the Sanhedrin for 
preaching Jesus to a crowd amazed by Peter's healing of a lame man.
Discussion questions:
1. What gave Peter and John the boldness to stand before the religious officials and speak so strongly of their mission and of Jesus?
2. The strength of the words of the apostles is contrasted by the weakness of the threats of the religious officials. Why was their response so weak, especially after the apostles dismissed their threats in verse 20?
3. What gives you boldness to speak about your mission as a Christian and about Jesus to those who might oppose Him or might not know Him? If you feel you lack boldness, what can you learn from the apostles in your answer to question 1 to grow in that boldness?
4. Have you ever been in a situation where you "cannot help speaking about what [you] have seen and heard" regarding who Jesus is? Share that experience(s).
