Signs of Life
Five Loaves for Five Thousand
John 6:1-15
Jesus’ miracle of feeding an enormous crowd by multiplying a small sack lunch has much to teach us. We see Philip and Andrew learning to serve their master on his terms not their own. We see a crowd that is both needy and demanding, receiving both compassion and challenge from Jesus. “Everyone ate their fill with an abundance left over.”
Discussion questions: 
1. Philip failed the test that Jesus posed to him (Jn. 6:5-6). How does good come from discovering our inadequacies? What would have been a ‘faith-filled’ answer Philip might have made to Jesus’ question?

2. What do we learn from the tiny starting point – one boy’s meal - and the overflow (12 baskets) at the end? Have you experienced God’s power to multiply good in your life?

3. The crowd draws an accurate conclusion from the miracle meal, using a messianic term (“prophet come into the world” Jn. 6:14) to honor Jesus. Yet they imagine they can impose their agenda on him. How do we act similarly?
