Signs of Life
Food that Lasts Forever
John 6:16-34
In the aftermath of the miracle of feeding a great crowd, John follows three different journeys: Jesus withdraws to be alone; the disciples attempt to cross the lake, finding themselves in danger and meeting the Lord in a miraculous way; and the crowd, who wants to make him king for their own selfish reasons, makes a trip across the lake the next day.
Discussion questions: .  

1. Jesus’ disciples decided to cross the lake and found themselves in dire straits. “It was now dark, and . . .  the sea became rough” (Jn. 6:17). Can you relate something similar from your life; a time your world had become frightening and Jesus seemed nowhere to be found? Why does God let us get into such situations?

2. Jesus came to rescue his disciples in a manner that was as fearful than the storm itself. Consider his statement to them “It is I; do not be afraid” (Jn 6:22). How would you have reacted to this event if you were his follower in that boat?
3. Jesus directs the crowd to look away from their stomachs (“you ate your fill of the loaves”) to food that leads to eternal life. Do we seek and settle for temporary gifts instead of eternal life? How can we change?
