Signs of Life
No Condemnation
John 7:53-8:11
Discussion questions: 
1. Romans 8:1 proclaims what John 7:53-8:11 teaches. It reads thus: “There is therefore now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus.” What is your immediate reaction to those words?

2. Do you think your life is free of condemnation or with some kind of cloud of condemnation hanging over your head?

3. Another way to go at the question is to determine whether you try to live up to a certain standard in order to disperse the cloud and feel better about yourself or whether you live in thankfulness because the cloud has already been dispersed by the crucifixion.

4. Note the order of Jesus’ words to the woman: 1) “Neither do I condemn you”; 2) “go, and from now on sin no more.” How do you think you might go about living more thankfully, because Jesus has already forgiven you, and with less condemnation?

5. What do you think of the scribes’ and the Pharisees’ use of the woman and the Mosaic Law? Can you think of any modern examples of people exploiting people and the law (any law) in these ways?
