Signs of Life
Dinner with Jesus
John 11:55-12:19
There are two extravagant events described in these verses: the anointing of Jesus with perfumed ointment at a dinner party and the spontaneous celebration of a large crowd as he entered Jerusalem. Each act of celebration has a dark side as well.
Discussion questions: 
1. Mary’s act of adoration seems out of place at a convivial meal among friends. She sensed more than she knew perhaps; that the entire world was about to change. Can you relate an experience of being so caught up in Jesus’ presence that everything else ceased to be important?

2. Reflect on what we learn of Judas here. He was a man who spent uncounted hours with Jesus in every kind of setting, and yet love of money captured his heart. What can we learn from this?

3. “The chief priests and Pharisees” (11:57) were plotting Jesus’ death. What are some modern examples of people with religious authority who fear the freedom and joy that come from faith in Jesus?
