Signs of Life
“Hail, King of the Jews!”
John 19:1-22
Pilate’s dilemma intensified when he realized that Jesus was both innocent and important. Pilate hoped that flogging and humiliating the Lord would be enough punishment. However, the determination of the Jewish leaders to kill Jesus proved too much for the Roman and he finally acquiesced to their pressure. ‘He delivered him over to them to be crucified.’
Discussion questions: 
1. Jesus told Pilate that the only authority he had was ‘given from above.’ What impact do you think that statement had on Pilate?

2. In 19:15 the chief priests pledged allegiance to Caesar as king. How do we act similarly, turning away from the rule of God and expecting the world to give us what we want?

3. The inscription Pilate put on Jesus’ cross was written in three languages. What does this suggest about the death of Jesus and its application to all people?
