Signs of Life
"I Have Seen the Lord"
John 20:1-18
Mary Magdalene is central to John’s telling of the Easter story. She discovered the empty tomb and informed Peter and ‘the other disciple.’ They rushed to the scene and then went home – believing on some level but not yet understanding what had happened. Mary assumed that the body had been ‘taken away’ by human agents. In one of history’s most beautiful moments Jesus spoke her name and changed her world.
